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I am pleased to announce that Leadership &
Horses™ had a banner year in 2002.  In June
of 2002, I did my first 5 day Leadership
Intensive which was an immense success.
This first iteration was offered by invitation
only and it was so successful as a public
program that in 2003 I will offer it two times
and it is open to the public.   We even had one
participant come all the way from Germany.
    Leadership & Horses™ travelled to Reno,
Minnesota and Colorado.  The horses we used
were all very reflective and gave the many
participants more than they bargained for (as
usual).  We even used a stallion named Ole in
Colorado.  Thanks to all the extra efforts of
Larry Freeborg, Tom Goodell, Becky
Sarnowski and Michael Wasmer, these
programs were extremely well received with
all seats taken.
      Leadership & Horses™ made it’s debut in
three new leadership programs in 2002,
including PSI Seminars, Inventure Group
(Richard Leider) and Institute For Women’s
Leadership.
      At PSI I worked with 90 women over a two
day period.  Having repeated this three times in
2002 I confirmed over and over again how

powerfully the horses can read people in such a
significantly short period of time and how
receptive the women were to what the horses
reflected for each one of them.
     Paula Love, an SI Associate, introduced
Leadership & Horses™ to an Apple team in a
two day program in early 2002.
      I also introduced a new course, called ‘She
Dances With Horses”, which addresses ‘leading
your life’ in a mood of playfulness and creativ-
ity.  Since 9/11 I was thirsty to lighten up the
conversation of leadership. People seemed so
serious, I began to wonder, “Where’s the fun?”
     I incorporated  mixed media art projects to
further break down the barriers of creativity
and imagination.  This course rocked!  No
artistic ability was required and it was
fascinaing to see how the artistic medium
served as an additional playground to let go of
our internal judge and allow our imagination to
come to the surface.
     Overall, the Leadership & Horses™ method
was introduced to over 600 people in 2002, up
by 200% from previous years.
